Kantor Notes: At the Transfiguration of Jesus, God the Father testified of Him, 

“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to him.”  Indeed, it is 

clear: Jesus is the Son of God and the Savior of the world. He is the source of our 

salvation, the One whom we follow, and the One whom we worship. Our opening 

hymn (LSB 909) anchors us in this confession of Jesus as head of His Church.  He 

is “by God the Father given” appearing “in human form” (Gradual - LSB 402:1), 

whom we seek “To know and love…more” (LSB 402:3). Our Hymn of the Day 

(LSB 413) retells the account of the Transfiguration, inviting us to pray that we 

might someday see this glory face to face. Likewise, our closing hymn (LSB 415) 

retells the account, ending with a joyful Alleluia. Since LSB 415 is a less familiar 

melody, you will hear it introduced during today’s offering. Note that this will be 

the last Sunday that we sing Alleluias and that we will hear the Zimbelstern until 

Easter.
